Unfortunately our school nurse does not
routinely screen children. School and parents
need to work together to identify when a child
can’t see the board or hear class instructions.
Please talk to your child and contact your GP or
optician if you need to book a screening.

Extended Leave

Gentle Reminder
Parents should not book holidays during
term time. Holidays should be booked
during the school holiday to limit missed
education. If you want to discuss extended
leave this must be done with the
headteacher once the Extended Leave form
has been completed. Extended leave
should be for emergencies only.
Please note that Ofsted is taking a careful
look at school attendance as it has
dropped significantly after Covid at a local &
national level. It’s really important that we
work together to ensure attendance is at
least 96% across the school.
